Sydney Hospice (SICA) reports the Fourth Annual General Meeting Results (Total 63
members; 33 people attended) as follows:

1. Accounting reports: Sydney hospice (SICA) has conducted all the required audit, including
accounting records and general administration audits from July 1st 2015 to June 30th, 2016,
in accordance with the Articles 22 of Association within Government Regulations. SICA
accounting books were written accurately and clearly. Despite a difficult financial situation,
SICA saved money and used money efficiently for the care and wellbeing of our cancer
patients.

Sydney Hospice (SICA) was founded in Sydney Branch of Spring Hospice in Korea on
January 4, 2004. With the support of Churches, organizations, private sponsors and
volunteers in Sydney, SICA cares for patients with cancer that is difficult to treat using
modern medicine. Sydney Hospice provides activists such as sea-side walks every
Saturday, a variety of health seminars to share the joy of recovery, a volunteer training
program, counseling and treatment program for the health of Korean immigrants in Sydney.
Sydney Hospice develops and maintains national and international organizations through
associated activities.
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The spirit of Sydney's Hospice (SICA) is based on Christian ethics that is "Freely you have
received, freely give." (Mathew 10:8) The morality in contemporary society is conducted
with the teachings of Confucius who said, "Do not let to others what he does not want."
This volunteer spirit of Sydney hospice (SICA) is a small movement spreading peace to
patients with cancer and their neighbours in Sydney.

This exercises our mind that is "to thank, to share, to serve" in our daily lives, as Shalom
(or peace) movement. Namely, by working hard at work, by thanking to God and neighbor,
and by sharing what we have with one another, we can serve one another life in a small
light of the community. We want to practice them. As we practice them together, we will
become grains of transformation for making the assumption of health family community
within cancer patients' family, for creating a peace community between church members
within the churches, and for making Korean immigrant society as a trusted community.

<Activities>

We strive to meet the needs of patients who are standing at the crossroads of life and death,
and help make a wise choice for a good treatment and healing. We recommend the healing
methods base on the creative principal of the human beings, can introduce and meet the
healed and being healed patients. We are not only supporting the patients' needs but also
encouraging them to have a hope and expectation for their recovery and rehabilitation.
While we strive the meet the needs of patients, we go one step further to encourage the
patients and have hope. We encourage treatment methods on the "Creation principle" as
we believe in creation, and introduce many cases where patients got better using this method.
We strive to do our best within the boundary of hospice regardless of the patient's religion.
While Christian faith is not forced, we share it has actually helped in healing.

* We serve cancer patients and their family: We provide translation service, counseling
and other helps for the patient and their family.

e We assistant the therapy: Having meeting with the healed and being healed patient;
Psychology therapy is very important for recovery, thus we give them delights with
laughter therapy, music therapy, art therapy etc.

®* We help the community be aware of health improvement: The patients and volunteers
(and community) walk the beach together so that the volunteers (and community)
improve their health at the same time. Music concerts are irregularly opened in nursing
home at the special days.

* The Education of the volunteering and medical science: Attitude of helping the weak in
hospice and the biblical principle of physical health improvement are encouraged through
various education programs.

® Liaising with the community: We work together with the community. We publish monthly
magazines, "New Hope New Life". We hold annual events to give a new hope for the
patients and raise health awareness in the community.

® SICA promotion for fundraising: Distribute SICA Monthly newsletter [Sydney Hospice].

* We support the deathbed and funeral and the bereaved family: \We help look for budget
conscious funerals and assist funeral for cancer patient family. We help the bereaved
family recover and get back to normal life.
